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The Textual Reseach of Zhu Yingtai

Abstract

As Nanxi of Song and Yuan Dynasties, Zhu Yingtai, also called Huaihunji, whose
original text was lost, has left only three melodies in Jiugongzhengshi volume three.
So the plots of Huaihun have not been clear for a long time. During some grass-root
interviews recently the author found that there are some episodes of huaihun in Heju
Gaogiang, Xiwu Gaogiang, Houyang Ganggiang of Zhejiang Province, in Chuanju
Gaogiang of Sichuan Province, and in Puxianxi of Fujian Province, and he has also
discovered that both their words and music are the same as the collections in
Jiugongzhengshi. Its name is either Liangshiyuan or Zhu Yingtai. All these show that
Nanxi Zhu Yingtai has still strong popularity with the help of the folk texts, though its

original literary text was lost.
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
